Why a Raffle?  - Unlike most of our efforts, this particular fund raiser does 
not directly place money into your student’s account.  It does however cover the 
50% of the Booster budget for the year and if for some unusual reason sales 
don’t hold up, we will have to secure those funds another way.  
 

Other schools don’t bother with fundraising.  Most of the ISU “Top Ten” simply 
charge each student a marching band tuition of anywhere from $500 to $1,500 
each year to cover that activities expenses.  Our district pays for the band’s  
music, drill, director’s salaries, entry fees and all transportation.  In order to 
maintain the fine level of performance we have established with all the IVC 
bands (concert, jazz and marching),  we have to equip our kids with the best 
equipment so they can perform their best.  This raffle raises that money.  We do 
not want to get into a situation where we have to charge “tuition” for marching 
band so it is important that we all support this raffle.  
  
If for some reason you are opposed to this type of effort or just don’t know  
how you could sell 10 books of tickets, the Booster’s would gladly accept your 
check of $200 to make up for your lost sales.  And for those of you that won’t 
back this because the profits don’t go into your child’s account, you need to  
understand that any excess amount over our budget for ANY fundraiser offsets 
the cost of the trip.  Not supporting this event only puts added pressure on our 
other events which combined don’t make as much money as the raffle.
